The Eagle Has Landed – audio diaries of an unlikely traveller

The Eagle Has Landed is a show about memory, and the overpowering presence of someone who is no longer there.
The hero of the story, odd, but charming BBC Radio 4 Reporter Marvin Williams once knew and still adores to this day, his brother Jonathan, who has been missing for 20 years.

One day he receives a mysterious postcard from Jonathan and so begins his extraordinary journey to come into contact with his  brother’s life. Tracing the trail of an entire life, he travels from Europe, via the United States to Mexico.

On his journey he meets the major players in Jonathan‘s life, the brittle and resentful german ex-lover, a flamboyant Manhattan performance artist and a deeply philosophical desert cowboy. Marvin is constantly faced with second hand memories of his brother. Until he meets a runaway kid with a dark secret, then the story takes an unexpected turn and Marvin finally starts to take matters into his own hands.
Will he ever find his brother? Or is he actually crossing the globe tracking himself? 

In Marvin’s words: ‚I am starting to think this all seems a bit fishy.’ 
In their carefully researched work, Fool’s Proof combines strong visual and highly physical theatre with the intricate telling of a multi-layered story. They use minimal set  changing fluidly between scenes from  Marvin‘s flat to the hustling streets of New York, to a dingy Mexican prison and to a Last Stop Cafe in the desert of New Mexico. Their bizarre but all too familiar characters make for touching encounters and hilarious entertainment.

Written and devised by the cast and with the assistance of Linda Kerr Scott, former member of internationally renowned Theatre de Complicite. One of Europe's most innovative creators of ensemble-based theatre.

The Eagle Has Landed was first shown at the Unity Theatre in Liverpool in 2007, and then went on to tour the North West. Fool’s Proof are now touring the piece  nationally in England and will  then be taking it to the East Coast of the United States in January and February 2009.

Fool’s Proof Theatre is an international company based in Liverpool. Its core members are Ben Phillips (UK), Britt Jurgensen (Germany) and Mary Pearson (USA). Their training background includes Philippe Gaulier, John Wright, Kiklos Teatro International School of Theatre Creation (Lecoq based), and the Hope Street Physical Theatre programme. Members have worked with Periplum Theatre Company, Para Active, Ophaboom, Theatre Sans Frontieres, Tour de Force, and Philippe Gaulier.

The company is supported and nurtured by Hope Street, an award-winning organisation dedicated to the development of artists, artforms and arts in Liverpool and one of the major contributors in the running up to, and realisation of the 2008 European Capital of Culture programme.

Fool’s Proof Theatre follows in the footsteps of former successful companies from Hope Street, such as Momentum Theatre and Spike.
