Technical Requirements and Information

Please note the show is currently in production so some details may change

Staging:

- We require a “black box” space with a minimum stage area of 11m wide by 6.5m deep, this includes space for lighting booms.

· The set consists of 16 chairs, a coffee table, a hat stand, a ladder

 A small area of the floor is drawn on with white chalk during the show, it is then cleaned off again as part of the action. 

Access:

· We have no large or heavy set pieces or equipment so don’t anticipate there being any access problems.

Lighting and Sound:

· We would need a minimum of one venue technician, who is familiar with the theatre’s lighting and sound systems, available throughout the day to assist with both lighting and sound set-up

· Both sound and lighting are operated by one person so control positions need to be together (with a clear line of sight to the stage and preferably not behind windows)

Sound:

· We require a good quality venue PA system (mixer, amplifiers and speakers)

· All the sound is run from an Apple Mac ibook, we supply all cables needed to connect to the venue sound desk

Lighting:

· We need 36 channel of dimming, 18 at floor level and 18 at grid height.

· We will need 3 x 2m high lighting booms either side of the stage, if you do not have these please let us know as we may be able to bring our own

· We also tour 3 light bulbs which will need to hang from the from the grid, one upstage centre, one stage right and one stage left. These will have 15 amp plugs.

· Ideally we need;

8 x 1k fresnels

9 x wide angle profiles (3 of these will need B size gobo holders)

6 x medium angle profiles

6 x 650w fresnels

6 x 650w fresnels on floor stands

· All the above will need complete sets of shutters/barndoors

· We tour all colour and gobos

· Please see attached generic lighting plan for more information

· We would request that all lanterns are pre-rigged before our arrival, if this will not be possible please could you let us know as soon as possible as we may need to arrange an early get-in

The above is intended to give you a good idea of what will need and flag up any potential problems. We will supply a venue specific lighting plan once we have a venue’s technical information.
Company:

· The company consists of three performers, Ben Phillips, Britt Jurgensen and Mary Pearson and a technical manager Mary Cummings (07789 795737) 

· We’ll need a minimum of two dressing rooms with access to shower and toilet facilities.

· We will be travelling with one transit van and one car and would request parking for these vehicles at the theatre

General:

· The performance is 1 hour  long with no interval

· We would usually arrive at 10am on the day of the performance

· Providing lights are pre-rigged our get-in schedule usually runs something like this;

10am – arrive at venue, unload van, mark up stage

11am – set up stage, hang light bulbs

11.30am – Focus overheads, then floor lights

1-2pm – Lunch

2pm – Sound check, then plot lx plus cast rehearsals on stage

5pm – extra time if needed, tape down cables,  mop/sweep stage

5.30pm-6.30pm – Dinner

6.30pm cast on stage to warm up

7.30pm  - Show

8.30pm – 9.30pm  - Get out,
